Here's some tips to create/plant an inspiration garden either at your school
or in your community. 

Smooth rocks, river rocks work great and you can get them at your local
garden/landscape supply center, Acrylic paint for base coating rocks, a foam
brush works best for applying evenly, Paint pens for the artwork or lettering
inspiration on the rocks, we love Artistro paint pens or your local craft shop
my have Sharpie paint pens, IMPORTANT, clear top coat to protect the
Rocks from the weather, use either Krylon spray clear coat or brush on
Duraclear, two coats may help prevent them from fading or running.
